Einschulung, in Homberg/Ohm, 1963. Neben der Schulttite erhielten die Schiiler eine Brezel.

Der Hauptgrund des Schultiitenbrauchs lag in der Motivation der jungen Schiler: Man
versuchte damit diesen Tag so angenehm wie maéglich zu gestalten.

Der Vorlaufer war die Schulbrezel: Dem Schulanfanger erzéhlte man, dass im Keller oder auf
dem Dachboden der Schule ein Brezelbaum stiinde, auf dem Brezel wachsen wirden. Der
Lehrer verteilte in den ersten Schultagen nach dem Unterricht ein oder zwei Brezel an die

Kinder. Spatestens nach zwei Wochen war der Baum dann
"leer gepfluckt"”, der Brezel-Segen horte auf.

Anfangs Gbernahmen noch die Gemeinden die Kosten fur
die Brezeln. Spater kamen die Eltern auf die Idee, etwas
anderes als Brezeln zu schenken, etwa eine Zuckertite. So
entstand auch die Geschichte vom "Zuckertiitenbaum™ von
Albert Sixtus — ein Klassiker:

Knecht  Ruprecht schenkt den  Zwergen eine
Wunderzwiebel und daraus wéchst der Zuckertiitenbaum.
Am Ende bringen die Zwerge die Zuckertuten dann in die
Schule und erfreuen damit Schulanfanger.
